The “Miramichi Classic” fully-dressed salmon fly, originated in 1997 to
commemorate the birth of Miramichi City, is the creations of W.F. (Budd) Kitchen
from Miramichi, New Brunswick. The fly incorporates all the colors in the City of
Miramichi logo depicted with the ship sailing on the water under the golden sun.

This beautiful framed salmon fly is a testament to the talent and artistry of one of
Canada’s Premier Fly Tyers.

In 1997 the Atlantic Salmon Federation/New Brunswick Salmon Counsel honored
Budd with an award for his major contribution to the sport of angling for Atlantic
salmon in New Brunswick and by having distinguished himself in the art of
crafting and designing Atlantic salmon flies. In 2006 he was inducted into the
Atlantic Salmon Hall of Fame.
